Prerequisites for participating in Taleem competitions:

Eligibility:   

• To be eligible, one has to be among the top winners in each of the above competitions at  
the Regional Ijtema.  If the Regional Ijtema was not held or winners were unable to participate 
in the National Ijtema, Regional Qaid sahib would be responsible for providing the list of 
participants according to the timeline provided by Taleem department.  

 
Format of competition 
 This year we will have a qualifying round where competitors will be able to sign up for an 
appointment with the judges to recite and compete within the allocated time.  All competitions will 
be open to spectators, but this format will allow competitors to sign up for a time that is convenient 
for them, particularly if they are in multiple competitions.  The top five competitors will proceed to a 
final round, where they will recite or speak in front of the entire Ijtema audience post prayers.

Note:  The format for the competition has been changed from previous years. 
Participants should prepare both chapters, as judges may select any verse(s) from either 
chapter for the participant to recite from.
