Scenario

Q. Why is it important to learn and recite the Quran in Arabic when we do not understand the language? Is it not sufficient to read the translation in English?
A. The Holy Prophet SAW instructed all of us to recite the Quran daily in a melodious voice. This act is especially pleasing to God and it also help inculcates within us the love of His Book and to follow its teachings.  One cannot be guided to the right path without the blessings of Allah and without having a deep love of Him in ones heart. According to the Promised Messiah AS this fact has already been proven by the Christians who discarded the original text of the Bible and now only study it in their own languages.
