 Merciful.’



Answer

Huzur explained that while praying for one’s own 
forgiveness one may also remembers one’s brothers 

who have ‘preceded’
 

one in matters of faith, who serve 
the Community selflessly and are then blessed by 

Allah. Rather than be jealous, we should look up to 
them and try and emulate them and pray for this 

purpose. When, we pray, having rid ourselves of all 
rancors

 
then Allah’s kindness is stirred. Huzur said it is 

extremely essential to absorb the Divine attribute of 
Compassionate and Merciful (that the verse refers to) 
that we free ourselves of all rancors

 
and pray for our 

brothers as well.

Question

repentance. Someone told him to go to a certain 

village and ask a holy man. Describe what happened 

to that Israelite on his way to the village?

While on his way to the village, the man met his 
death. Just as he realized he was about to die he 

turned his chest towards the village he was heading 
for. Once he was dead the angels of mercy and 

punishment came and had an argument over his 
seeking of forgiveness and his earlier cruelties. Allah 

ordered the village where the man was heading to 
get closer and ordered the place from where he had 

left to get further. He then ordered the angels to 
measure the difference. The distance to the village 
he was heading to was a mere span less than the 

other distance. Allah thus forgave him.

Din later maintained that he had not written those letters and that they 
were bogus. After three months no refutation was given others filed two 

complaints. In response Karam

 

Din filed a case in the court of the Assistant 
Commissioner of Jehlam. Warrants were issued and summons to the court 

were sent. The Promised Messiah as received revelations and told

 

of the time 
when he went to Jehlam

 

for the court case he was met by ten thousand people 
there, which left the authorities astonished. Many of these people took their 
pledge of allegiance (Bai’at) and others had brought gifts and offerings and 

indeed the court case was dismissed.
The second incident also relates to Maulwi Karam

 

Din where he filed another 
court case in Gurdaspur

 

and was most hopeful for success this time. However 
Allah informed the Promised Messiah as of the pain the authorities would go 
through. This manifested in two sons of a person in authority dying. The case 

was taken to the court of the divisional judge from where the Promised 
Messiah as was comprehensively exonerated.
